SAFETY COMMITTEE CHARTER

Updated: October 2008

PURPOSE

The Milwaukee Rowing Club Safety Committee works to maintain a safe environment so that our members have the opportunity to learn, enjoy and excel in the sport of rowing.

RESPONSIBILITIES

In order to achieve this purpose, the Safety Committee will
· seek consensus within the committee on our decisions

· educate rowers, coxswains and coaches about the Safety Policies and Procedures adopted by the Board of the Milwaukee Rowing Club 
· foster individual responsibility regarding the safety of our members and equipment
· model safe behavior and equipment use
· promote the implementation of the Safety Policies and Procedures
· annually review the Safety Policies and Procedures and forward suggestions for changes to the Board

· monitor the safety certification of the coaches
· maintain the safety sign-out log in the boathouse

· review incident reports and respond with recommendations for corrective measures consistent with the club’s Safety Policies and Procedures 
· discuss significant safety issues with the Board of the Milwaukee Rowing Club [i.e. either an individual incident causing equipment damage, or injury, or a pattern of unsafe practices that undermines the Safety Policies and Procedures.] 
· avoid acting as the safety police  
· use the Safety Policies and Procedures to encourage individual members to consider how their behavior affects the health and safety of themselves and others
